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Launch Housing is a place where human 
rights are respected and people of diverse 
genders and sexual orientations are 
welcomed and supported.
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RAINBOW FLAG

The rainbow flag is a symbol of lesbian, gay, bisexual,
transgender, intersex and queer pride. While the six-stripe
rainbow flag has become a symbol of inclusivity throughout
the LGBTIQ community, people of colour have historically been
marginalised during the fight for equality. Black and brown has
been added as a way to celebrate non-white LGBTIQ members.

TRANS PRIDE FLAG

The current transgender flag was designed by trans woman
Monica Helms in 1999.

It has five stripes in total, from top to bottom: blue, pink, white,
pink, blue.

e The blue stripes represent men as the traditional colour for
baby boys.

e The pink stripes represent women as the traditional colour
for baby girls.

e The white represents those who don't neatly fit into the
gender binary and people with intersex variation, as well
as representing the crossover between genders that many
trans people feel they undergo in transitioning.

NON-BINARY FLAG

The non-binary pride flag was created by 17 year old Kye Rowan
in 2014.

The flag consists of four stripes coloured, (from top to bottom)
yellow, white, purple and black.

e Yellow represents those whose gender exists outside of and
without reference to the binary as yellow is often used to
distinguish something as its own.

e White represents those who have many or all genders as
white is the photo-logical presence of colour or light.

e The purple stripe represents those who feel their gender is
between or a mix of female and male as purple is the mix
of traditional boy and girl colours. The purple can also be
seen as representing the fluidity and uniqueness of non-
binary people.

e The final black stripe represents those who feel they are
without gender, as black is the photo-logical absence of
colour or light.
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
